· Default database name is CET_2017. Public release version is 17.2.0.
· Year of run can be selected from Desktop. The choices are:
· 2013-15
· 2016
· 2017
· 2017 (testing)
· The first three are based on the 2013-15 avoided costs. 2017 (testing) is based on the avoided costs from the new 2017 updated avoided cost model.  2017 (testing) should not be used for filings, but can be used for testing and evaluation.
· First year of implementation is enabled. 
· The year of run can be chosen and the CET will automatically determine the avoided cost stream and first year of implementation. 
· All years can be run using CET_2017 as the default database, but it is possible to assign another CET database for year of run in the Settings – Set Database Versions tab. 
· New input file formats include CEDARS CSV files (pipe-delimited) 
· New database mapping format for CEDARS: CEDARSDatabase.
· Stored Procedure RunCET supersedes RunDB. RunCET has new parameters including:
· @CETSourceDbName sets the source database. This is where the measure and program tables reside.
· @SourceType sets the source type to be run. Options are: Excel, CEDARS,  CEDARSDatabase, ,CETInput, CETDatabase, EDFilledDatabase
· @AVCVersion avoided cost version (2013 or 2017). 2017T is the version for 2017 testing.
· @FirstYear first year of implementation
· In previous CET version, in order to run EDFilled format, there was a separate stored procedure. Now, all formats can be run from the same RunCET stored procedure.
· New CET outputs include RIM Test values and savings-specific levelized costs.
· Internal mapping to determine the rate schedule for RIM Test is based on electric target sector and gas sector for gas. See appendix for RIM Rate Schedule mapping.
· Market effects set as a default to 5% in Desktop
· In CET Desktop, double click on a validation detail row and it will take you to the corresponding measure on the measure tab
· Combustion type enabled. CET has been programmed to process Combustion Type in any of the database formats (EDFilled, CETDatabase, or CEDARS). Although not officially in any of the source type specs, if the field ‘CombustionType’ is included in the measure table it will be processed by the CET. Valid combustion type values are included in the Appendix. 
· Desktop version, database name and version, and avoided cost version are displayed at the bottom of the home page.
· New views to generate results for last run at measure, program, and portfolio levels: OutputMeasurevw, OutputProgramvw, and OutputJobvw
· For database runs, validation added for key CET input parameters (source type, avoided cost version, first year)
· For database runs, useful information has been added and displayed in the Messages tab in Query Analyzer that can be used for debugging and performance monitoring
· Validation for TRC greater than 3 standard deviations above mean fixed
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Validation Dictionary added to Excel output report
· Valid electric and gas avoided cost combinations lookup tab added to Excel output report
· Data dictionary updated. Unit column added.
· The Excel output report can be saved with Inputs and can be used as an input template. This can be used to modify for scenario analysis, or to send to support for troubleshooting. Options for output reports are as follows:
1. Save results with inputs (measure and programs) which can be used to modify and re-run for scenario analysis, and share datasets, for example for troubleshooting
2. Save output results without inputs
3. Save inputs only
· Grid filters can be turned on and off in Manage Jobs & Grids tab
