PG&E will offer water-energy kits to provide customers both water and energy savings measures in response to the California drought. These kits will consist of existing products currently offered in the Plug Load and Appliances Sub-Program in conjunction with water conservation measures and education.

Beginning Q4 2015, PG&E will offer water-energy savings kits that bundle existing measures through a variety of delivery channels such as pop-up retail/customer outreach, online, and/or direct install. This kit may include, but is not limited to, Advanced Power Strip (Tier 2), LEDs, faucet aerators, shower heads with thermostatic control valve, toilet bags, and leak detection tablets. The combined kit offers to residential customers holistic energy efficiency and water savings measures that address active and standby power, water savings, and lighting.
