Driver of Change:
A recent Workpaper Disposition for water fixtures negatively impacted the program’s original goals.  After re-establishing their deliverables and budgets, the contractor requested a fund shift for $306,518.  The funds were released by SCG3759-On Deman Efficiency Program.  In addition to this fund shift, an internal fund shift updates the budget of record to match the signed agreement with the third party contractor.
Description of Change (if advice letter approval required, indicate  Commission resolution or approval and provide hyperlink to advice letter):
When the filed program budget was submitted, the final agreement with the contractor had not been signed and execute.  In the filed PIP, the program budget was placed in the Direct Implementation Budget Categories.  This, however, does not match the distribution of funds per the signed agreement.
In addition, the program savings were impacted by Workpaper Disposition 20132014DHWFixturesMeasures.  As a result, the contractor re-evaluated their deliverables and requested an increase in funds to cover their new goals.  Consequently, SCG3759 – On Demand Efficiency releasted $306,518 from its Direct Implementation Incentive budget to the SCG3761 MF Home Tune-Up Direct Implementation Incentive budget.

The funds shifted as a result of the two drivers above were moved from the original PIP assgiments to reflect the actual contractor activity per the most recent contract amendment.  The following dollars are begin moved for the activities identified:

1. SCG3759 – On Demand Efficiency released $306,518 from its Direct Implementation Incentive budget to SCG3761 MF Home Tune-Up Direct Implementation Incentive budget.

2. SCG3761 Direct Implementation non-Incentive released $102,480 for the third party contractor’s program administration activities.

3. SCG3761 Direct Implementation non-Incentive released $9,307 for the third party contractor’s marketing activities.

4. SCG3761 Direct Implementation Incentives released $59,012 for the third party contractor’s marketing activities.  No Advice Letter required to complete these changes.
